Chapter Update

It is the time of year when I update you on the Accomplishments of Sigma Chapter throughout the year.  In 
August, the Sigma Chapter had a very successful recruitment. We had the largest pledge class on the row of 80 new 
members. This recruitment marked our 49th year of consecutive quota.  

As you know, in September, Louisiana suffered from the devastating Hurricane Gustav. Many of our chapter 
members volunteered their time to hurricane recovery efforts at the shelter on LSU’s campus.  Also, our chapter 
members who live in the house opened their rooms to our panhellenic sisters who suffered home damage or power 
loss due to the storm.  

Because of Hurricane Gustav, our Homecoming Events were rescheduled for November. The Sigma Chapter 
placed third in the Greek Life Homecoming Competition. In the fall, members also participated in Trick or Treat 
Down the Row, where community families bring their children to trick-or-treat at each of the sorority houses. 
Members dressed up and passed out candy to the children. We also hosted a Halloween Party at the house for our 
alumnae and their children.  We hope you can come this October! 

Members participated in the Awesome Autumn Carnival at Baton Rouge Cancer Services. We dressed up 
and played with the children who have family members suffering from terminal cancer. One Sunday a month, 
members played bingo with the elderly residents at Southside Nursing Home. Our chapter members are very involved 
in the LSU community as well as the Baton Rouge community.  

For the fall 2008 semester, our chapter members had a grade point average above the all women’s average 
with a mean GPA of 3.14. At the end of the fall semester, Doraine Wilson, our advisor for 11 and a half years, retired 
from her position as College Chapter Director.  

In the spring semester, I took on the role as College Chapter Advisor.  I have appointed an Advisory Board 
and an Alumnae Recruitment Team, bringing on many alumnae to help with the chapter.   We also welcomed Ashley 
Anderson as our National Chapter Advisor. Ashley is a huge asset to our chapter, and the girls are very appreciative 
of her service. 

In March, we hosted our annual philanthropic event, the Miss LSU-USA pageant, which is a preliminary 
pageant to the Miss Louisiana and Miss USA Pageant. We raised $40,000 for our local and national philanthropies. In 
10 years of hosting the pageant, our chapter has raised over $200,000 for our philanthropies.  Before the pageant, we 
hosted a reception for our chapter members and the Delta Zeta members from Nicholls State University and the 
University of New Orleans. We were so happy to have them attend the pageant and tour our house.  

Our chapter members also participated in several other community service projects this year, including the 
Baton Rouge Speech and Hearing Mardi Gras Parade, Bubble Day at Baton Rouge Speech and Hearing, the 
Alzheimer’s Walk/Run to Remember, the Easter Egg Hunt at Cancer Services of Baton Rouge and the annual Greek 
Week Habitat for Humanity Build.  

Thank you for welcoming me into the role as College Chapter Director.  I would also like to thank Doraine 
Wilson for being my biggest supporter and cheerleader.
